  (  This form is provided to assist you in writing a student recommendation.  There is no need to repeat lists of courses and activities found elsewhere in the student’s application. Save the space for your insights.





(  A statement about a student is most effective if you can follow it with an example that illustrates your point. Be as concrete and detailed as possible. Provide evidence whenever possible.





(  Colleges and scholarship committees are looking for your feelings about the student.





(  Be concise. One good page is generally sufficient, but don’t sacrifice important content.





(  Make each letter as unique and individual as your student.





(  Proofread your letter.





(  Always make a copy of your recommendation, even if you post it on an online form. Students may come back for a second one. Occasionally a recommendation is lost and you may be asked to re-submit the letter.
